THEIR PHYSICAL AND COGNITIVE DEVELOPMENT. THEIR NUTRITIONAL NEEDS DIFFER SIGNIFICANTLY FROM ADULT DOGS,
EMPHASIZING HIGHER PROTEIN CONTENT, ADEQUATE FAT LEVELS, AND ESSENTIAL VITAMINS AND MINERALS. PROVIDING A
BALANCED DIET HELPS BUILD STRONG BONES, MUSCLES, AND A ROBUST IMMUNE SYSTEM.

Key NUTRIENTS FOR GROWTH

PROTEINS ARE THE BUILDING BLOCKS OF MUSCLE AND TISSUE DEVELOPMENT, MAKING THEM A CRITICAL COMPONENT OF A 2
MONTH PUPPY DIET CHART. FATS PROVIDE CONCENTRATED ENERGY NECESSARY FOR ACTIVE PUPPIES, WHILE CARBOHYDRATES
SUPPLY ADDITIONAL FUEL. CALCIUM AND PHOSPHORUS ARE VITAL FOR BONE GROWTH, AND VITAMINS SUCH AS A, D, AND E

ENERGY REQUIREMENTS

FOODS. THEIR METABOLIC RATE IS HIGHER THAN ADULT DOGS, SO A DIET THAT MEETS THESE ENERGY DEMANDS IS NECESSARY TO
AVOID LETHARGY OR MALNOURISHMENT.

HIGH-QUALITY COMMERCIAL PUPPY FOODS ARE FORMULATED TO INCLUDE THE APPROPRIATE BALANCE OF NUTRIENTS FOR
GROWING PUPPIES. LOOK FOR PRODUCTS LABELED SPECIFICALLY FOR PUPPIES AND ENSURE THEY MEET THE STANDARDS SET BY
REGULATORY ORGANIZATIONS. THESE FOODS OFTEN COME IN DRY KIBBLE OR WET CANNED FORMS.

HoMeMADE Foob OPTIONS

HOMEMADE DIETS CAN BE TAILORED TO INDIVIDUAL PUPPY NEEDS BUT REQUIRE CAREFUL PLANNING TO ENSURE COMPLETENESS.
INGREDIENTS SUCH AS BOILED CHICKEN, RICE, VEGETABLES, AND PUPPY-SAFE SUPPLEMENTS CAN BE INCORPORATED. CONSULTING
A VETERINARIAN OR CANINE NUTRITIONIST IS RECOMMENDED \WHEN PREPARING HOMEMADE MEALS.

Foobs To Avolb

CERTAIN HUMAN FOODS ARE TOXIC OR HARMFUL TO PUPPIES AND MUST BE AVOIDED. T HESE INCLUDE CHOCOLATE, GRAPES,
RAISINS, ONIONS, GARLIC, AND ANYTHING HIGH IN SALT OR SUGAR. ADDITIONALLY, BONES FROM COOKED MEAT CAN SPLINTER
AND CAUSE INTERNAL INJURIES.

FEEDING SCHEDULE AND PORTION SizES

ESTABLISHING A CONSISTENT FEEDING SCHEDULE IS CRUCIAL FOR MANAGING A PUPPY’S DIGESTION AND ENERGY LEVELS. PORTION
SIZES SHOULD BE BASED ON THE PUPPY’S WEIGHT, ACTIVITY LEVEL, AND THE CALORIE CONTENT OF THE FOOD.

MeAL FREQUENCY

AT TwO MONTHS, PUPPIES SHOULD BE FED FOUR TIMES PER DAY. THIS FREQUENCY SUPPORTS STEADY ENERGY RELEASE AND
PREVENTS HYPOGLYCEMIA, WHICH IS A RISK IN YOUNG PUPPIES. AS THE PUPPY GROWS, THE FEEDING FREQUENCY CAN BE
GRADUALLY REDUCED.

DETERMINING PORTION SIzES

PORTION SIZES VARY DEPENDING ON THE PUPPY’S BREED AND SIZE. A GENERAL GUIDELINE IS TO OFFER .|/4 TO '|/2 CUP OF FOOD PER
MEAL, BUT MONITORING THE PUPPY’S WEIGHT AND BODY CONDITION WILL HELP ADJUST AMOUNTS ACCORDINGLY. USING FEEDING
CHARTS PROVIDED BY PET FOOD MANUFACTURERS CAN ALSO BE HELPFUL.

1. FEED FOUR SMALL MEALS SPACED EVENLY THROUGHOUT THE DAY.
2. MEASURE FOOD PRECISELY TO AVOID OVERFEEDING OR UNDERFEEDING.
3. OBSERVE THE PUPPY’S WEIGHT AND ADJUST PORTIONS AS NEEDED.

4. PROVIDE FRESH WATER AT ALL TIMES.

\W/HEN TO CONSULT A VETERINARIAN

IF THE PUPPY SHOWS SIGNS OF ILLNESS, POOR APPETITE, OR ABNORMAL GROWTH PATTERNS, A VETERINARIAN SHOULD BE
CONSULTED PROMPTLY. PROFESSIONAL GUIDANCE ENSURES THE DIET SUPPORTS THE PUPPY’S HEALTH OPTIMALLY.

THE AMOUNT VARIES BY BREED AND WEIGHT, BUT GENERALLY, A 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPY NEEDS ABOUT .|/4 TO 1/2 CUP OF PUPPY
FOOD PER MEAL, GIVEN 3-4 TIMES A DAY. ALWAYS FOLLOW FEEDING GUIDELINES ON THE FOOD PACKAGING OR VET ADVICE.

IS IT OKAY TO GIVE TREATS TO A 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPY?

TREATS CAN BE GIVEN SPARINGLY AND SHOULD BE HEALTHY AND PUPPY-SAFE. AVOID GIVING TOO MANY TREATS TO PREVENT
NUTRITIONAL IMBALANCE AND OBESITY.

SHOULD | INCLUDE SUPPLEMENTS IN MY 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPY’S DIET?

MOST HIGH-QUALITY PUPPY FOODS CONTAIN ALL NECESSARY NUTRIENTS, SO SUPPLEMENTS ARE USUALLY NOT NEEDED UNLESS
RECOMMENDED BY A VET.

CAN | FEED MY 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPY ADULT DOG FOOD?

NOI ADULT DOG FOOD IS NOT SUITABLE FOR 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPIES AS IT LACKS THE NECESSARY NUTRIENTS AND CALORIE
DENSITY REQUIRED FOR THEIR GROWTH AND DEVELOPMENT.

How DO | TRANSITION MY 2-MONTH-OLD PUPPY TO SOLID FOOD?

START BY MIXING PUPPY FORMULA OR WATER WITH HIGH-QUALITY DRY PUPPY FOOD TO CREATE A SOFT MUSH, GRADUALLY
DECREASING THE LIQUID OVER A WEEK UNTIL THE PUPPY IS EATING SOLID FOOD COMFORTABLY.
