New York YANKEes' 27 TH WorLD Series CHaMPIONSHIP (2009)

THE New York YANKEES' 2009 \WORLD SERIES VICTORY MARKED THE FRANCHISE'S 27 TH CHAMPIONSHIP, THE MOST IN MAJOR
LEAGUE BASEBALL HISTORY. THIS MOMENT WAS SIGNIFICANT AS IT SYMBOLIZED THE RESURGENCE OF THE Y ANKEES IN THE

REMAINS A DEFINING CHAPTER IN THE 20 GREATEST MOMENTS IN NY SPORTS HISTORY.

Knicks’ 1970 NBA CHAMPIONSHIP VICTORY

VICTORY SHOCKED THE FOOTBALL WORLD AND LEGITIMIZED THE AMERICAN FooTBALL LEAGUE (AFL). NAMATH’S CHARISMATIC
LEADERSHIP AND THE JETS’ WIN REMAIN A CELEBRATED MILESTONE IN NEW Y ORK FOOTBALL HISTORY.

New York GIANTS' Super BowL XLII UpseT OVER PATRIOTS

THE NEw YoRrk GIANTS’ VICTORY IN SUPER BowL XLII IS REMEMBERED AS ONE OF THE GREATEST UPSETS IN NFL HISTORY. IN
2008, THE GIANTS DEFEATED THE PREVIOUSLY UNDEFEATED NEW ENGLAND PATRIOTS 17-14, WiTH DAVID TYREE’S

AND RETIRED ALL 27 HITTERS WITHOUT ALLOWING A SINGLE BASERUNNER. THIS FLAWLESS PERFORMANCE IS WIDELY REGARDED
AS ONE OF THE MOST EXTRAORDINARY PITCHING FEATS IN BASEBALL HISTORY AND A CORNERSTONE MOMENT IN NEW Y ORK
SPORTS LORE.



New York RANGERS' 1994 STANLEY Cup WIN

THE NEW Y ORK RANGERS ENDED A 54-YEAR STANLEY CUP DROUGHT BY WINNING THE CHAMPIONSHIP IN 1994, THIS VICTORY
