STEP-BY-STEP WIRING PROCEDURE

THE WIRING PROCESS FOR A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER MUST BE EXECUTED CAREFULLY, FOLLOWING CORRECT ELECTRICAL
PRACTICES AND SAFETY PROTOCOLS. THE FOLLOWING STEPS OUTLINE THE STANDARD WIRING PROCEDURE FROM PANEL
PREPARATION TO FINAL TESTING.

STep 1: TurN OFF MAIN PowEr

BEGIN BY SWITCHING OFF THE MAIN BREAKER TO DE-ENERGIZE THE ENTIRE PANEL AND PREVENT ELECTRICAL SHOCK. USE A

ATTACH THE TWO HOT WIRES (USUALLY BLACK AND RED) TO THE BREAKER TERMINALS, TIGHTENING THE SCREWS SECURELY.
CONNECT THE NEUTRAL WIRE (\X/HITE) TO THE NEUTRAL BUS BAR AND THE GROUND WIRE TO THE GROUNDING BUS BAR IN THE
PANEL.

STEP 4: INSTALL THE BREAKER

SNAP THE 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER FIRMLY INTO THE PANEL’S DESIGNATED SLOT, ENSURING IT CONNECTS PROPERLY TO

No Power AT THE OUTLET or DevICE

IF NO POWER IS DETECTED DESPITE THE BREAKER BEING ON, VERIFY THE WIRING CONNECTIONS, CONFIRM THE BREAKER IS PROPERLY
SEATED, AND TEST THE VOLTAGE AT THE BREAKER TERMINALS. ALSO/ INSPECT THE NEUTRAL AND GROUND CONNECTIONS.

BreAkerR FeeLs HoT or DAMAGED

A BREAKER THAT BECOMES WARM OR SHOWS SIGNS OF DAMAGE SHOULD BE REPLACED IMMEDIATELY. OVERHEATING MAY RESULT
FROM POOR WIRING, LOOSE CONNECTIONS, OR AN INCORRECTLY RATED BREAKER.

WHAT IS A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER USED FOR?

NOI A DOUBLE POLE BREAKER IS DESIGNED FOR 240-VOLT CIRCUITS BY CONNECTING TO TWO HOT BUS BARS. For 120-voLT
CIRCUITS, A SINGLE POLE BREAKER IS APPROPRIATE.



WHAT WIRE GAUGE IS REQUIRED FOR A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER?

TYPICALLY, 12-GAUGE WIRE IS USED FOR A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER TO SAFELY HANDLE THE CURRENT LOAD. HO\X/EVER,
ALWAYS CONSULT LOCAL ELECTRICAL CODES AND MANUFACTURER SPECIFICATIONS.

IS IT NECESSARY TO CONNECT A NEUTRAL WIRE TO A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER?

USUALLY, A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER FOR 240-VOLT LOADS DOES NOT REQUIRE A NEUTRAL CONNECTION BECAUSE THE

YeS, THERE ARE 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKERS WITH BUILT-IN GROUND FAULT CIRCUIT INTERRUPTER (GFCI) PROTECTION,
WHICH ARE USED IN AREAS WHERE GFC| PROTECTION IS REQUIRED FOR 240-VOLT CIRCUITS.

W/HAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN A SINGLE POLE AND DOUBLE POLE 20 AMP BREAKER?

A SINGLE POLE 20 AMP BREAKER CONTROLS ONE HOT WIRE AND PROVIDES 120 VOLTS, WHILE A DOUBLE POLE 20 AMP BREAKER
CONTROLS TWO HOT WIRES AND PROVIDES 240 voLTS. DOUBLE POLE BREAKERS ARE USED FOR APPLIANCES NEEDING 240
VOLTS.

How po You IDENTIFY A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER IN AN ELECTRICAL PANEL?

A 20 AMP DOUBLE POLE BREAKER IS TYPICALLY TWICE THE WIDTH OF A SINGLE POLE BREAKER, OCCUPYING TWO SLOTS IN THE
