AS THE EPIC OF GILGAMESH. ARCHAEOLOGICAL EVIDENCE SUGGESTS ANCIENT FLOOD EVENTS THAT MAY HAVE INSPIRED THESE
NARRATIVES, SITUATING THE BIBLICAL FLOOD WITHIN A BROADER HISTORICAL AND GEOLOGICAL CONTEXT.

THIS SECTION OF THE BIBLE HISTORY AND WORLD HISTORY TIMELINE EXAMINES THE ERA OF THE BIBLICAL
PATEIARCHS—ABRAHAM/ |SAACI ANDJACOB—\X/ITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THE ANCIENT NEAR EAST’S POLITICAL AND CULTURAL
ENVIRONMENT. THE PATRIARCHAL PERIOD IS CRITICAL FOR UNDERSTANDING THE ORIGINS OF THE |SRAELITE PEOPLE AND THEIR

ABRAHAM AND THE RISE OF SEMITIC PEOPLES

ABRAHAM, TRADITIONALLY DATED TO AROUND THE EARLY SECOND MILLENNIUM BCE, IS CONSIDERED THE FOUNDING FATHER OF
THE |SRAELITE NATION. HIS MIGRATION FROM MESOPOTAMIA TO CANAAN COINCIDES WITH THE PROMINENCE OF CITY-STATES
SUCH AS UrR AND BABYLON, WHICH WERE CENTERS OF SEMITIC CULTURE AND POWER.

ANCIENT NEAR EASTERN EMPIRES

DURING THIS PERIOD, SEVERAL DOMINANT EMPIRES SHAPED THE REGION’S HISTORY AND INFLUENCED BIBLICAL NARRATIVES. THESE

Exopus, JUubGes, AND THE UNITED MONARCHY

THE BIBLE HISTORY AND WORLD HISTORY TIMELINE CONTINUES WITH THE EXODUS FROM EGYPT/ THE PERIOD OF THEJUDGES, AND
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE UNITED MONARCHY UNDER SAUL, DAVID, AND SOLOMON. THESE EVENTS ARE CENTRAL TO THE
BIBLICAL NARRATIVE AND CORRESPOND WITH CERTAIN ARCHEOLOGICAL AND HISTORICAL INSIGHTS.



THe Exopus AND EGYPTIAN CONTEXT

THe EXODUS STORY RECOUNTS THE ISRAELITES’ LIBERATION FROM SLAVERY IN EGYPT, TRADITIONALLY PLACED AROUND THE
13TH or 15TH ceNTURY BCE. WHILE DIRECT ARCHAEOLOGICAL EVIDENCE REMAINS DEBATED, THE EVENT REFLECTS THE
BROADER CONTEXT OF EGYPTIAN NEW KINGDOM HISTORY, INCLUDING THE REIGNS OF PHARAOHS LIKE RAMESSES .

PERIOD OF THE JUDGES

FOLLOWING THE EXODUS/ THE |SRAELITES EXPERIENCED A TRIBAL CONFEDERATION ERA LED BY JUDGES. THIS TIME IS MARKED BY
SOCIAL AND MILITARY STRUGGLES DOCUMENTED IN THE BIBLICAL Book OFJUDGES, COINCIDING WITH THE LATE BRONZE AGE
COLLAPSE AND REGIONAL TURMOIL IN THE ANCIENT NEAR EAST.

UNITED MONARCHY UNDER SAUL, DAVID, AND SOLOMON

THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A CENTRALIZED MONARCHY AROUND 1050 BCE UNDER SAUL, FOLLOWED BY DAVID AND SOLOMON,
REPRESENTS A SIGNIFICANT DEVELOPMENT IN ISRAELITE HISTORY. THIS ERA INCLUDES THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE FIRST TEMPLE
IN_JERUSALEM AND MARKS ISRAEL’S POLITICAL AND RELIGIOUS CONSOLIDATION AMID RIVAL STATES.

DiviDED KINGDOMS AND REGIONAL POWERS

AFTER SOLOMON’S REIGN, THE BIBLICAL HISTORY AND WORLD HISTORY TIMELINE NOTES THE DIVISION OF [SRAEL INTO THE
NORTHERN KINGDOM OF ISRAEL AND THE SOUTHERN KINGDOM OFJUDAH. THIS PERIOD INTERACTS CLOSELY WITH THE RISE OF
POWERFUL EMPIRES AND SHIFTS IN REGIONAL DOMINANCE.

KINGDOM OF ISRAEL AND ASSYRIAN EXPANSION

THE NORTHERN KINGDOM FACED INCREASING PRESSURE FROM THE ASSYRIAN EMPIRE, WHICH EXPANDED AGGRESSIVELY IN THE 8 TH
CENTURY BCE. THE ASSYRIAN CONQUEST LED TO THE FALL OF ISRAEL IN 722 BCE AND THE EXILE OF MANY ISRAELITES, A
SIGNIFICANT EVENT IN BIBLICAL AND WORLD HISTORY.

KINGDOM OF JUDAH AND BABYLONIAN THREAT

THE SOUTHERN KINGDOM OF JUDAH SURVIVED LONGER BUT ULTIMATELY SUCCUMBED TO THE BABYLONIAN EMPIRE. THE
BABYLONIAN SIEGE AND DESTRUCTION OF JERUSALEM IN 586 BCE RESULTED IN THE BABYLONIAN EXILE, A PIVOTAL MOMENT
DOCUMENTED EXTENSIVELY IN BIBLICAL TEXTS.

THE BABYLONIAN EXILE AND PERSIAN INFLUENCE

THE EXILE PERIOD AND SUBSEQUENT PERSIAN RULE REPRESENT TRANSFORMATIVE PHASES WITHIN THE BIBLE HISTORY AND WORLD
HISTORY TIMELINE. THESE EVENTS SHAPED THEJE\X/ISH DIASPORA AND THE RESTORATION OFJERUSALEM AND THE TEMPLE.



BABYLONIAN EXILE

THE BABYLONIAN CAPTIVITY REMOVED A SIGNIFICANT PORTION OF THEJUDEAN POPULATION TO BABYLON, LEADING TO
PROFOUND RELIGIOUS AND CULTURAL SHIFTS. PROPHETIC LITERATURE FROM THIS ERA REFLECTS THEMES OF HOPE, REPENTANCE,
AND RESTORATION.

PersIAN CONQUEST AND RETURN

THe PersIAN EMPIRE, UNDER CYRUS THE GREAT, CONQUERED BABYLON IN 539 BCE AND ALLOWED EXILED PEOPLES, INCLUDING
THE JEWS, TO RETURN TO THEIR HOMELANDS. THIS PERIOD SAW THE REBUILDING OF THE TEMPLE IN JERUSALEM AND THE
REESTABLISHMENT OF JEWISH RELIGIOUS PRACTICES.

INTERTESTAMENTAL PERIOD AND HELLENISTIC ERA

THE INTERTESTAMENTAL PERIOD, SPANNING ROUGHLY FOUR CENTURIES BETWEEN THE OLD AND New TESTAMENTS, IS MARKED BY
SIGNIFICANT HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENTS THAT INFLUENCED THE BIBLICAL NARRATIVE AND THE BROADER WORLD HISTORY
TIMELINE.

GReek CONQUESTS AND HELLENIZATION

ALEXANDER THE GREAT’S CONQUESTS IN THE 4TH CENTURY BCE INTRODUCED GREEK CULTURE ACROSS THE NEAR EAST,
PROFOUNDLY AFFECTING JEWISH SOCIETY AND RELIGION. THE SUBSEQUENT DIVISION OF HIS EMPIRE LED TO THE SELEUCID AND
PTOLEMAIC DYNASTIES” CONTROL OVER JUDEA.

HASMONEAN DYNASTY AND ROMAN ASCENDANCY

THE MACCABEAN REVOLT RESULTED IN THE HASMONEAN DYNASTY’S ESTABLISHMENT, A PERIOD OF JEWISH POLITICAL
INDEPENDENCE. HOWEVER, GROWING ROMAN INFLUENCE CULMINATED IN JUDEA BECOMING A CLIENT STATE, SETTING THE STAGE
FOR THE NEW TESTAMENT ERA.

THe LiFe oF Jesus AND THE ROMAN \WORLD

THE FINAL SEGMENT OF THE BIBLE HISTORY AND WORLD HISTORY TIMELINE ADDRESSES THE BIRTH, MINISTRY, DEATH, AND
RESURRECTION OFJESUS CHRIST WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE’'S DOMINANCE. THIS ERA IS CRITICAL FOR
