Jesus comes to bring and embody a
new covenant reign (kingdom) of God’s saving love in the world. Episode 5: Romans and Galatians
The letters of Paul substituted for his presence and represent his attempt to deal with controversies
and provide guidance to churches from a pastor’s perspective. For Paul, God’s grace expressed in
Jesus’ faithfulness on the cross is a saving gift with no substitutes. The Spirit’s presence, too, is a
gift that marks the community of faith and produces fruit for faithful life together, making us more
gracious to ourselves and others.
