Common Bible Questions for Kids

Answers to Popular Bible Questions

Jesus performed miracles to show that He is God’s Son and to help people in need.
Miracles like healing the sick, feeding hungry people, and calming storms showed His
power and love. They helped people believe in Him and trust God.

Where Can I Find Stories About Jesus?
You can find stories about Jesus in the New Testament of the Bible. The books called
Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John tell about Jesus’ birth, teachings, miracles, death, and
resurrection. These stories help us learn how to live and love like Jesus.
