Eminem's
third major album, The Eminem Show, was released in summer 2002 and proved to be another hit
for the rapper reaching number one on the charts and selling well over 1 million copies in its first
week of release. ...On October 12, 2004, a week after the release of Just Lose It, Eminem's first
single from Encore, Michael Jackson called into the Los Angeles-based Steve Harvey radio show to
report his displeasure with the video, which parodies Jackson's child molestation trial, plastic
surgery, and an incident in which Jackson's hair caught on fire while filming a Pepsi commercial in
1984. ...On the same day of the release of the compilation album, Eminem denied that he was
retiring on Detroit-based WKQI's Mojo in the Morning radio show, but implied that he would at least
be taking a break as an artist, saying I'm at a point in my life right now where I feel like I don't know
where my career is going . . . There is absolutely nothing that isn't thoroughly covered in the book. It
is straightforward, and does an excellent job of explaining all about Eminem in key topics and
material.
