Galatians 6:1-2 — Restoring with Gentleness

These verses encourage believers to restore those caught in sin with a spirit of gentleness,

God’s Commandments on Love and Respect

The Bible’s foundational commandments regarding love and respect serve as clear guidelines for
maintaining healthy relationships free from abuse.
