PRISONS. THESE TATTOOS OFTEN SERVE AS MARKERS OF IDENTITY, AFFILIATION, RANK, OR PERSONAL HISTORY WITHIN
CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES. ORIGINATING FROM VARIOUS PRISON SYSTEMS ACROSS THE UNITED STATES, D.O.C. TaATTOOS
HAVE EVOLVED TO INCLUDE A \WIDE RANGE OF SYMBOLS THAT CONVEY COMPLEX MESSAGES AMONG INMATES.

HisTorICAL BACKGROUND OF PrRISON TATTOOS

PRISON TATTOOS DATE BACK TO THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY AND SOMETIMES EARLIER, REFLECTING THE SOCIAL DYNAMICS AND
HIERARCHIES WITHIN CORRECTIONAL INSTITUTIONS. THESE TATTOOS OFTEN INCLUDE NUMBERS, LETTERS, AND IMAGERY THAT
SIGNIFY GANG MEMBERSHIP, CRIMINAL ACHIEVEMENTS, OR PERSONAL BELIEFS. THe DEPARTMENT OF COREECTIONS, AS A
GOVERNING BODY OF STATE PRISONS, HAS INDIRECTLY INFLUENCED THE PROLIFERATION OF SUCH TATTOOS BY THE INMATE
COMMUNITIES WITHIN ITS JURISDICTION.

TvpicaL D.O.C. TATTOOS INCLUDE:

® BARBED WIRE — SYMBOLIZING TIME SERVED OR IMPRISONMENT

® TEARDROPS — OFTEN INDICATING A MURDER OR LOSS OF A FELLOW INMATE

o NUMBERS AND LETTERS — DENOTING PRISON ID OR GANG AFFILIATION

® RELIGIOUS SYMBOLS — SUCH AS CROSSES OR ROSARIES FOR PROTECTION OR FAITH

SKULLS AND WEAPONS — REPRESENTING VIOLENCE OR TOUGHNESS



EACH TATTOO CARRIES SPECIFIC MEANINGS THAT VARY BY REGION AND PRISON CULTURE BUT COLLECTIVELY REFLECT THE
HARSH REALITIES OF INCARCERATION.

AMERICAN HisTorY X: THE FiLM’s IMPACT oN TATTOO CULTURE

AMERICAN HISTORY X, DIRECTED BY TONY KAYE AND RELEASED IN ]998, IS A SEMINAL FILM THAT EXPLORES WHITE
SUPREMACY, RACISM, AND THE POSSIBILITY OF REDEMPTION. THE FILM’S PROTAGONIST, Derek \/INYARD/ IS PROMINENTLY
TATTOOED, AND THESE TATTOOS SERVE AS VISUAL REPRESENTATIONS OF HIS EXTREMIST BELIEFS AND PERSONAL
TRANSFORMATION. THE DEPICTION OF TATTOOS IN THE MOVIE BROUGHT UNPRECEDENTED ATTENTION TO THE CULTURAL WEIGHT
OF SUCH MARKINGS.

REPRESENTATION OF TATTOOS IN THE FILM

DEREK’S TATTOOS INCLUDE SWASTIKAS AND OTHER WHITE SUPREMACIST SYMBOLS, WHICH ARE USED TO CONVEY HIS INITIAL
HATRED AND VIOLENT IDEOLOGY. AS THE PLOT DEVELOPS AND DEREK SEEKS TO CHANGE HIS VIEWS, THE TATTOOS BECOME A
SYMBOL OF HIS PAST MISTAKES AND THE SOCIAL STIGMA ATTACHED TO SUCH IMAGERY. THE FILM USES TATTOOS NOT ONLY AS
CHARACTER DEVELOPMENT TOOLS BUT ALSO AS COMMENTARY ON IDENTITY AND THE POWER OF VISUAL SYMBOLS.

INFLUENCE ON PuBLIC PERCEPTION

AMERICAN HISTORY X HEIGHTENED AW ARENESS ABOUT THE SIGNIFICANCE OF TATTOOS IN EXPRESSING PERSONAL AND GROUP
IDENTITIES. [T ALSO SPARKED DIALOGUE ABOUT THE CONSEQUENCES OF HATE-DRIVEN SYMBOLISM AND THE POTENTIAL FOR
CHANGE. THE FILM’S RAW PORTRAYAL OF PRISON LIFE AND ASSOCIATED TATTOOS CONTRIBUTED TO A BROADER
UNDERSTANDING OF HOW THESE MARKINGS FUNCTION WITHIN BOTH CORRECTIONAL AND SOCIETAL CONTEXTS.

THE INTERSECTION OF PRISON TATTOOS AND RACIAL IDENTITY

D.O.C. TATTOO AMERICAN HISTORY X ENCAPSULATES A COMPLEX RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PRISON CULTURE, RACIAL IDENTITY,
AND SOCIETAL DIVISIONS. TATTOOS IN PRISON OFTEN SERVE AS MARKERS OF RACIAL AFFILIATION OR GANG MEMBERSHIP, WHICH

DISTINCT CULTURAL OR RELIGIOUS SYMBOLS. THESE TATTOOS CAN SERVE AS BOTH PROTECTIVE BADGES AND SOURCES OF
CONFLICT, REINFORCING RACIAL DIVISIONS WITHIN THE PRISON SYSTEM.

SoclAL IMPLICATIONS OUTSIDE PRISON

ONCE RELEASED, INDIVIDUALS WITH RACIALLY CHARGED TATTOOS OFTEN FACE SIGNIFICANT SOCIAL CHALLENGES, INCLUDING
DISCRIMINATION AND STIGMATIZATION. THE VISIBILITY OF THESE TATTOOS CAN AFFECT EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES, SOCIAL
INTEGRATION, AND PERSONAL RELATIONSHIPS. AMERICAN HISTORY X HIGHLIGHTS THESE STRUGGLES BY PORTRAYING THE
PROTAGONIST’S JOURNEY TO OVERCOME HIS PAST AND THE LASTING IMPACT OF HIS TATTOOS ON HIS LIFE OUTSIDE PRISON

CuLTurAL SiGNIFICANCE oF D.O.C. TATTOOS IN AMERICAN HISTORY

THE IMAGERY ASSOCIATED WITH D.O.C. TATTOOS AND FILMS LIKE AMERICAN HISTORY X INVITES REFLECTION ON TOPICS SUCH
AS RACISM, VIOLENCE, AND REDEMPTION. THIS INTERSECTION OF ART AND REALITY HELPS TO HUMANIZE INCARCERATED
INDIVIDUALS AND HIGHLIGHT SYSTEMIC PROBLEMS.

MODERN INTERPRETATIONS AND INFLUENCES

IN RECENT YEARS, D.O.C. TATTOO AMERICAN HISTORY X HAS INFLUENCED CONTEMPORARY TATTOO CULTURE, FASHION, AND
