HisTorY oF THE MEeDICINE Bow VIRGINIAN HOTEL

THE MepICINE Bow VIRGINIAN HOTEL WAS ESTABLISHED IN THE EARLY 1900S DURING A PERIOD OF RAPID DEVELOPMENT IN

HELPED POPULARIZE THE ROMANTIC IMAGE OF THE AMERICAN WEST. OVER THE DECADES, THE HOTEL HAS WITNESSED
SIGNIFICANT HISTORICAL EVENTS AND HAS BEEN A SILENT WITNESS TO THE EVOLUTION OF THE TOWN. THE HOTEL’S LONGEVITY
IS A TESTAMENT TO ITS IMPORTANCE WITHIN THE COMMUNITY AND THE BROADER HISTORY OF W YOMING’S HOSPITALITY
INDUSTRY.

EARLY YEARS AND FOUNDING
