e What new ideas could help us increase productivity?

Fun and Creative Questions

Including fun or creative questions can lighten the mood and stimulate
creativity within the team. These questions encourage imagination and can
serve as energizers during meetings:

e If our team were a movie, what genre would it be and why?
e What superpower would help you perform better at work?

e If you could swap roles with anyone on the team for a day, who would it
be and why?

Effective Team Building Questions for Various
